It is divided into four increments of $1,500 for each year of study.  This scholarship does not consider economic need, but rather a student’s accomplishments and character.  The ideal candidate for this award is someone with purpose and integrity; a person who can envision and articulate how individual actions can positively affect others on local and global scales.  

The President’s Scholarship:  The President’s Scholarship extends an award of $1,500 to a highly deserving freshman applicant to the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, based on his or her accomplishments and character.  The ideal candidate for this award is someone who is actively involved in his or her community and has demonstrated a strong ability to utilize personal strengths and collaborate with others for the greater good of the whole.  

The Wolverine Scholarship:  The Wolverine Scholarship extends a single award of $1,500 to a highly deserving freshman, current U of M student, or graduate applicant of the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor, based on his or her accomplishments and character.  The ideal candidate for this award is someone who is motivated, takes initiative, and has overcome challenges to their personal goals.  
*If applying to this scholarship as a graduate applicant, it is not necessary to send us a high school transcript and SAT/ACT results.

Part 5:  Essay
Requirements:  Take your time and put careful, creative and critical thought into your response.  The essay portion of the application is one of the most significant factors in our decision. 
Length:  500 words or less
Format:  Typed, Double-spaced, 12 point, standard font (Times, Arial, etc.) 
Our Considerations:  Effectiveness of argument and ideas, organization and clarity,
correct spelling, grammar and punctuation.

Topics:  Select only 1 of the following to write about. 
· Civic Mindedness:  Identify and define a local, national, or global issue of personal importance.  Explain what you think would be the best way to address this issue.
· Making a Difference:  What impact do you hope to make during and after attending the University of Michigan, Ann Arbor?  How will you utilize the education and opportunities you will receive?
· Overcoming Adversity:  What is the most significant challenge(s) you have overcome in your life and how did you do so?  How could you help others facing a similar challenge?
· Personal Influences:  Identify an event or individual that influenced your life in a significant way and explain the impact it/they had on your life.  How might your life be different had you never encountered this event/person?

Part 6:  Letter of Recommendation
Requirements:  One letter of recommendation from a teacher, administrator, coach, or supervisor, who is not related to you, must be included in your application.  Carefully select someone who can speak of your accomplishments, integrity, work ethic, etc. Make sure to provide them with adequate time prior to the post-marked deadline and the instructions below.   
Important:  If you are submitting your application materials electronically, the person preparing the recommendation must send it directly from their work or personal email to the Scholarship Chair, Leah Robinson at valletta313@yahoo.com.  If you are submitting your application materials by postal mail, the recommendation should be included with your application, in a sealed envelope, and with the signature of the person preparing the recommendation over the seal.
